5. CACHE / COMMAND AND CONTROL RADIO PROGRAMMING
· Template is still out to Santilli and DiCicco.  Much discussion that command and control radios plus cache radios should only maintain specific templates.  Steve Garwood and P. Greene will update the cache radios to the interoperability template covering MARCS, Cleveland, and Parma.  

· Steve Greene motioned that all cache radios be programmed with the three system interoperability talkgroups and that is all. Seconded by Chief Elliot. Vote: 12 yes, passed.

· Steve Garwood and Peter Greene will get together and upgrade all cache radios.

· Much discussion about the Command and Control radios and how they should be programmed with which talkgroups.  Any radio on 3.5 will need an IP ID which will cause a bill to be generated. So ID's will be needed prior to programming.  Current fee discussion is that right now there is no fee but they could be coming.  

· Letter:

The county committee has certified a template of county wide interoperability talkgroups covering the MARCS, Cleveland, and the Parma systems.  Your command and control portable radio that was asset transferred to you needs to be upgraded.  Prior to your portable radio being upgraded, you will need to follow MARCS protocol to secure an IP ID.

· A sub-committee will be formed to write a standard format on how we are going to upgrade command and control radios. Balasko, Handke, S. Greene, P. Greene, Raffurty, Pishnery, Garwood, and Chief Flynn.
