1. CALLTO ORDER

Councilwoman Simon called the meeting to order at 3:04 p.m.

2. ROLL CALL

4. APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM THE MARCH 16, 2016 MEETING

A motion was made by Mr. Schron, seconded by Ms. Simon and approved by unanimous
vote to approve the minutes of the March 16, 2016 meeting.

a) R2016-0068: A Resolution authorizing an agreement with Cuyahoga County
