WHEREAS, the County Executive FitzGerald/Department of Public Safety and
Justice Services/Division of Public Safety Grants has submitted an agreement with
the City of Cleveland in the amount not-to-exceed $2,402,698.00 for planning,
training, exercises, equipment and grant administration expenses in connection with
the FY2010 Urban Area Security Initiative Grant Program for the period 8/1/2010 -
6/30/2013; and

WHEREAS, the primary goals of this project are (a) to provide funding for first
responders to prepare for, prevent, respond to and recover from natural and man-
made disasters; and (b) provide funding for homeland security related equipment,
training exercises, and planning activities, and

WHEREAS, the Cleveland projects were approved by the Public Safety Urban
Area Working Group, and all equipment will be approved by the Ohio Emergency
Management Agency (OEMA); and

WHEREAS, the County will not procure any goods or services by entering into
this agreement; and
