WHEREAS, the authority to seek proposals was determined by Contracts &
Purchasing Board Approval No. CPB2012-76; and,

WHEREAS, the primary goal of the program is to provide staff secure shelter
care and a day report center for Court-involved youth as an alternative to secure
detention; and,

WHEREAS, the procurement method for this award recommendation was to
conduct an RFP through RQ22544; the total value of the RFP on an annual basis is
$2,252,852.00; and,

WHEREAS, the RFP was closed on February 28, 2012 and there were three
proposals pulled from the Office of Procurement and Diversity and submitted for
review, which are the three proposals approved for services; and,

WHEREAS, the project is funded by Title 1V E federal revenue funds, Health &
Human Services funds, and state RECLAIM funds; and,




WHEREAS, it is necessary that this Resolution become immediately effective
because the project’s terms has already began, and in order to ensure that critical
services provided by Cuyahoga County can continue.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNTY COUNCIL OF
CUYAHOGA COUNTY, OHIO:

SECTION 1. The Cuyahoga County Council hereby approves the County
Executive’s recommendation and authorizes awards on RQ22544 with various
providers for the Staff Secure Shelter Program and Placement Planning Day Report
services as follows:
