A motion was made by Ms. Connally, seconded by Ms. Miller and approved by
unanimous vote to amend Ordinance No. 02013-0002 by inserting "unless
otherwise addressed in Section 106.07(B)" in Section 106.07(A).

A motion was then made by Ms. Connally, seconded by Mr. Miller and approved
by unanimous vote to amend Ordinance No. 02013-0002 by deleting “as follows"
and inserting “and Chapter 306 of the Cuyahoga County Code is hereby amended
to read as follows:" in Section 1.
