Addiction and Mental Health Services Board of Cuyahoga County

WHEREAS, the Alcohol, Drug Addiction and Mental Health Services Board of
Cuyahoga County is responsible for the planning, funding and monitoring of public
mental health and alcohol and other drug addiction services delivered to the residents
of Cuyahoga County; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Ohio Revised Code Section 340.02, the Alcohal,
Drug Addiction and Mental Health Services Board of Cuyahoga County shall consist
of eighteen (18) appointed members; and

WHEREAS, members of the Alcohol, Drug Addiction and Mental Health
Services Board of Cuyahoga County shall be appointed to serve afour-year term; and

WHEREAS, the Cuyahoga County Charter Section 6.04, entitled Special
Boards and Commissions, states that “[w]hen general law or any agreement with
another public agency or court order provides for appointment of members of a
specia board or commission or other agency by the board of county commissioners,
such appointment shall be made by the County Executive, subject to confirmation by
the Council;” and

WHEREAS, Chapter 114 of the Cuyahoga County Code provides the
requirements for submission of appointments to County Council; and

WHEREAS, the County Executive has nominated the following individual s to be
reappointed to serve on the Alcohol, Drug Addiction and Mental Health Services
Board of Cuyahoga County as follows:

a) Reginald C. Blue
b) Harvey A. Snider



WHEREAS, this Council by avote of at least eight (8) members determines that
it is necessary that this Resolution become immediately effective in order that Charter
requirements can be complied with and critical services provided by Cuyahoga
County can continue, and to provide for the usual, daily operation of a County Board.
