The Office of Budget & Management requests that the members of County Council consider the attached 
fiscal resolution for approval on first reading at the meeting on September 12, 2018.

o Request to increase appropriation totaling more than $7.5 million to the Department of Economic 
Development following notice of FY18 awards through the Community Development Block Grant 
program.  These grants expire at the end of the year, but program regulations do allow grantees 
to carry un-used grant dollars into the following year. 
 

o Request to increase appropriation to HHS/Children and Family Services by $1.6 million based on 
the accepted recommendations from the Task Force.  This appropriation will enable the 
Department to hire an additional 12 social workers to reduce caseloads, to contract for the 
provision of 10 retired law enforcement officers to assist social workers, and to reinstate one of 
the neighborhood collaborative contracts. 
 

o Request to increase appropriation to the Centralized Custodial and Veterans Services Funds in the 
amount of $145,540.  In 2017, the Veterans Services Commission was erroneously assessed a 
space maintenance fee, which resulted in a lower amount transferred to the Veterans Services 
Fund as required by County Code, than the difference between budget and expenditures. 
 

o Request to increase appropriation to the Office of Innovation and Performance by $62,000, which 
is the amount received by a grant from the Cleveland Foundation.  The original grant expired at 
the end of October 2018, but was extended to the end of March 2019.  The grant dollars are being 
used to support a contract to study broadband access in Cuyahoga County.

Playhouse Square Foundation Overview: 
Playhouse Square Foundation’s  (“PSF”) operations  include operating 11 performing arts  spaces  including  five 
historic theatres which PSF uses for various Broadway shows and other events, as well as a sizeable commercial 
real estate operation. In addition, PSF has conducted several fundraising campaigns in the past, and is currently 
conducting a fundraising campaign titled “Advancing the Legacy” which has the goal of raising $100 million to fund 
capital  improvements,  endowment  growth,  neighborhood  transformation,  education  programming,  and  new 
productions. PSF’s endowment has grown over the years with a goal of reaching $60 million and the Board has 
not utilized the endowment for any purpose since inception.

Brief Project Overview: 
PSF  is  endeavoring  construction  of  a  34‐story  residential  tower  consisting  of  318  residential,  market  rate 
apartments and a 530‐car parking garage with retail anticipated on street level. The residential tower has been 
named “The Lumen” and construction began in April 2018.  The Lumen and the parking garage, connected to the 
Lumen, is located at 1600 Euclid Avenue, in the Playhouse Square neighborhood.  
 

Project Funding Overview:  
The latest project budget provided to the County estimates the project cost at $138,634,741. PSF has assembled 
various financing arrangements to fund the cost of the project including publicly issued bonds issued through the 
Cleveland‐Cuyahoga  County  Port  Authority,  a  construction  bank  loan with  KeyBank  and Huntington,  various 
financing arrangements with the City of Cleveland, a sizable private donation from the Fasenmeyer Foundation, a 
grant  from  the  State  of  Ohio,  and  along  with  the  anticipated  County  loan  these  funding  sources  total 
$137,250,000. PSF will be providing the remaining funds necessary.  PSF is providing a completion guaranty of the 
project  and  the  general  contractor,  Gilbane,  is  providing  a  corporate  level  completion  guarantee  in  lieu  of 
obtaining a payment and performance bond on the project.  The bonds issued through the Port Authority have 
been sold and closed.  Construction on the project has commenced and project completion is expected in 2020.  
 

PSF is utilizing its operating funds and assets to provide security to bondholders through the issuance of revenue 
bonds with the Cleveland‐Cuyahoga County Port Authority, as well as to the County for security on the County 
loan.  The  construction  bank  loan  provided  by  KeyBank  and  Huntington  has  a  first  lien  perfected  leasehold 
mortgage  interest  in the project with net operating  income generated  from the residential tower and parking 
operations pledged to pay debt service on the bank loan. PSF is also providing a secondary security layer to the 
banks with a guarantee of loan payments to the banks through PSF’s operating funds and assets. 
 

Because of the shared security interest in PSF between bondholders, the County, and the guaranty provided to 
the banks, the County is seeking a first lien pledge on PSF’s unrestricted endowment funds and for PSF to agree 
to maintain a minimum balance in the unrestricted endowment funds of $10 million.

PSF is providing repayment for the publicly issued bonds, the County loan, and is also providing a guarantee for 
the bank  loan  totaling  approximately $120 million  for  this project  alone  and when  including  the PSF’s other 
remaining debt obligations, total debt exposure totals approximately $140 million.  
 
The  next  page  (Page  10)  is  a  debt  service  coverage  table  taken  from  the  Cleveland‐Cuyahoga  County  Port 
Authority’s Official Statement  illustrating unrestricted revenues, operating expenses, and PSF’s current annual 
debt  burden.  This  table  does  not  include  interest  payable  to  the  County  on  the  County’s  prospective  loan. 
Moreover, this table does not include net operating income projected by the Lumen which will first fund the bank 
loan. 
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Debt service coverage table from the Cleveland‐Cuyahoga County Port Authority’s Official Statement 
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PSF has covenanted to bondholders in securities documents to maintain a debt service coverage ratio of at least 
1.20 times and to maintain at least 50 days cash on hand of operating expenses. Both of these covenants will be 
tested semiannually. For the latest year ending June 30, 2017 PSF’s debt service coverage ratio was 4.26 times and 
days cash was at 254.  

 
Financial Performance Summary: 

 Overall: PSF has experienced strong fiscal performance over the past four years.  In each of the past four years 
PSF has had a positive change in net assets which has had a positive impact on the annual performance and the 
balance sheet. Strong fiscal performance has been driven by ticket sales but also by releases of restricted pledges 
as the Foundation received payments on the current pledge drive titled “Advancing the Legacy Pledges”.  FY2017 
increased net assets by $6.8 million which is approximately $4.95 million more than FY16 of $1.8 million. For the 
first nine months of FY2018  (ending March 30, 2018) unaudited  figures show a $22.3 million  increase  to net 
assets which is a $19.3 million increased over the first nine months of FY2017. FY2018’s strong performance is a 
result of $19.5 million of payments from the current pledge drive and net theatre performance increase by $3.8 
million attributable to the success of the Broadway series and the show Wicked returning.   
 

 Revenue Mix: Diverse but somewhat volatile revenue mix with ticket sales being the largest revenue line item at 
44%  of  total  revenues  followed  by  real  estate/parking  at  28%,  other  revenues  at  12%  and  unrestricted 
contributions at 10%.

 Investments & Liquidity: PSF’s cash and  investments at the end of FY2017 totaled $54.2 million which was a 
$22.4 million increase over FY2016 of $31.8 million.  The increases were in cash of $4 million from FY2016 of $5.5 
million to $9.5 million  in FY2017, and they  increased their  investment  in fixed  income mutual funds by $14.1 
million from FY2016 of $3.8 million to FY2017 of $17.9 million. 

 

 
 

 Endowment: The funding goal for the endowment  is $60 million through the Legacy Campaign. The 
endowment  has  not  drawn  on  any  funds  since  its  inception.  The  unrestricted  funds  represent 
approximately $17.2 million with the remaining endowment funds of $8.6 million being restricted by 
donors. There are no restrictions as to use of the board designated unrestricted funds.   
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Summary Review:  
 PSF has experienced strong fiscal performance but that  is mainly driven by strong ticket sales and fundraising 

activity.  Ticket  sales  and  fundraising  can  be  volatile  depending  on  the  economy  (disposable  income)  and 
popularity of shows coming to Playhouse Square.  However, PSF has illustrated ability to continue to fundraise 
and attract popular shows and acts. 
 

 Growth in liquidity from FY2016 to FY2017, while a credit positive, to $54 million includes investments of $44.7 
million in fixed income and equity mutual funds and $9.5 million in cash. The investments value can change daily 
on the mutual funds and given the amount of debt being taken on for the Project, the amount of liquidity could 
be strained in stressed situations. The amount of debt being taken on does place stress on PSF’s liquidity but with 
a covenant in the bond documents to maintain at least 50 days of cash on hand (tested semi‐annually) does help. 
Also, the long dated bond structure at 35 years also helps spread out the annual debt burden. Understanding the 
annual debt burden (estimated at $10 million annually) provides for approximately 5.5 years of available cash to 
cover debt service needs. These figures do not take into account the endowment funds which provide for another 
$17.2 million of unrestricted funds controlled by the Board.  The amount of debt to available liquidity is a concern 
over the long term. 

 

 The goal of the County’s loan would be to provide construction financing at 3.50% for five years and to be taken 
out with permanent construction/first mortgage financing at maturity. The bank loan has a term of 48 months  
(4 years) with an option to be extended for another 12 months (total of five years). Matching up the County’s 
loan maturity to that of the earlier of the construction financing being taken out with permanent financing or 5 
years is prudent for the County’s consideration.                                                                                                                        

 

        The financial performance of PSF has been strong and is expected to remain strong over the near‐term providing 
        for debt service coverage (prior to debt requirements on the bank loan) to be over 3 times; the bank loan is being 
        serviced first from net operating income from the Lumen prior to needing support from PSF; unrestricted 
        liquidity has increased with cash and investments at $54 million at the end of FY17; unrestricted endowment 
        funds of over $17 million for FY2017; and strong covenant provisions provided to bondholders and bank lenders 
        all provide comfort in the near term for the County’s loan.

This briefing memo provides background to County Council related to a request to Council to approve an
amendment to Contract # CE-1600274, with Infor for their Enterprise Resource Planning (“ERP”) system.

BACKGROUND:

The INFOR ERP system was purchased from bond proceeds raised for the expressed purpose of selecting
and implementing an ERP solution for the County.  The primary goals of the Enterprise Resource
Planning System project are to acquire, implement, & document processes on an Enterprise Resource
Planning System solution that allows the County to have an integrated view of all of the business
processes and other sub-processes for the various agencies and departments within the County in order
to maximize efficiencies and effectiveness of these processes.

The original contract for Implementation Services was awarded to CIBER.  This award was approved by
Council and executed by the County Executive with the signature of the CIBER Statement of Work
(SOW).  Subsequent to the initiation of the contract/Statement of Work, Infor purchased CIBER and
assumed the rights and obligations under the SOW / contract # CE-1600274, effective 3/31/2017.

AMENDMENT PURPOSE:
The County Executive seeks to amend the agreement for the period 10/1/2016 - 9/30/2021 to change
the scope of services and the terms, effective 9/25/2018, and for additional funds in the amount not-to-
exceed $2,790,489.00.

RATIONALE:

Due to delays experienced by the County, and to some modifications in scope, the ERP Implementation
project will now be completed in 2019.  This delay causes additional expenses for Infor under their fixed
fee bid they assumed from Ciber.  The parties have worked in good faith to negotiate this change order
in the amount of $2,790,489, which is fair to all parties.

FUNDING SOURCE:

Council authorized the original funding be raised from the proceeds of a bond.  This increase to the Infor
(Ciber) agreement will be funded by those proceeds, and will not cause the program to exceed $25
million in total.

CONCLUSION:

After evaluation of alternatives, and evaluation of the performance of Infor, County Administration
believes this amendment will allow the County to complete the implementation of the ERP system, with
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Infor who has demonstrated technical competence and a willingness to partner with the County to
ensure a successful outcome.

We recommend proceeding with a Council resolution authorizing the County Executive to execute this
contract amendment and all related documents.

WHEREAS, the Cook and Columbia Phase V Sanitary Sewer Project (the
“Project”), a joint venture between several participating government agencies
including, Cuyahoga County Department of Public Works, City of Olmsted Falls,
Northeast Ohio Regional Sewer District and the Ohio Public Works Commission, has
been under the planning and design phase for ten years; and

WHEREAS, on June 2, 2005, Cuyahoga County adopted Resolution No. 052209,
establishing certain sewer connection charges for County Sewer District No. 14,
which includes Cook Road, Columbia Road and Nobottom Road; and

WHEREAS, to alleviate the hardships imposed on the property owners caused by
the prolonged planning and design phase of the Project, the County desires that all
properties identified in Exhibit A should receive the benefit of the 2015 sewer
connection charges set forth in Resolution No. 052209, dated June 2, 2005; and

The DCFS Board shall also study the effectiveness and need for services
to children and families in Cuyahoga County and encourage the gathering
of information about the same population.

CE. Members of the DCFS Board shall consist of organizations and client
populations who obtain services through the Division. The DCFS Board
shall also have among its members, individuals that have demonstrated
knowledge in programs for children, such as persons from the medical
community, law enforcement, educational community and parent groups.

F. The DCFS Board shall provide regular updates to the County
Executive and the County Council Health, Human Services & Aging
Committee.

SECTION 2. It is necessary that this Ordinance become immediately effective
for the usual daily operation of the County and the reasons set forth in the preamble.
Provided that this Ordinance receives the affirmative vote of at least eight members of
Council, it shall take effect and be in force immediately upon the earliest occurrence of
any of the following: (1) its approval by the County Executive through signature, (2)
the expiration of the time during which it may be disapproved by the County Executive
under Section 3.10(6) of the Cuyahoga County Charter, or (3) its passage by at least
eight members of Council after disapproval pursuant to Section 3.10(7) of the
Cuyahoga County Charter. Otherwise, it shall take effect and be in force from and after
the earliest period allowed by law.

SECTION 3. It is found and determined that all formal actions of this Council
relating to the adoption of this Ordinance were adopted in an open meeting of the
Council, and that all deliberations of this Council and of any of its committees that
resulted in such formal action were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with
all legal requirements, including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.
