a) R2019-0023:  A Resolution adopting the 2019 - 2033 Solid Waste 

Management Plan Update for the Cuyahoga County Solid Waste 
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Management District, and declaring the necessity that this Resolution 
become immediately effective. 

 
Ms. Diane Bickett, Director of the Cuyahoga County Solid Waste District, addressed the 
Committee regarding Resolution No. R2019-0023.

$1,974,636.00 for management, administration and implementation of 
various supportive services for the Universal Pre-Kindergarten Program for 
the period 1/1/2019 - 12/31/2019; authorizing the County Executive to 
execute the contract and all other documents consistent with this 
Resolution; and declaring the necessity that this Resolution become 
immediately effective. 

 
Dr. Rebekah Dorman, Director of Invest in Children; Mr. Robert Staib, Associate Director 
of Invest in Children; and Ms. Quiana Tidmore, Program Manager, addressed the 
Committee regarding Resolution No. R2019-0037.  Discussion ensued. 
 
Committee members asked questions of Dr. Dorman, Mr. Staib and Ms. Tidmore 
pertaining to the item, which they answered accordingly.
