1. CALL TO ORDER

Vice-Chairwoman Stephens called the meeting to order at 10:01 a.m.

2. ROLL CALL

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Ohio, as lender, dated 9/10/2018, as authorized by Resolution No.
R2015-0171 dated 11/10/2015, which amendment reduces the interest
rate of said loan; and declaring the necessity that this Resolution
become immediately effective.

Holzheimer Gail, Mayor of the City of Euclid; and Ms. Sara Parks-Jackson, Housing
and Community Development Administrator, addressed the Committee regarding
Resolution No. R2020-0216.

Resolution; and declaring the necessity that
this Resolution become immediately
effective.

WHEREAS, the County Executive has recommended a grant agreement with
CHN Housing Partners in the amount not-to-exceed $2,000,000.00 for the Sewer,
Water and Stormwater Utility Assistance Program for COVID-19 related expenses
allowed under the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security Act for the period
11/11/2020 - 12/30/2020; and

WHEREAS, the primary goals of this Program are to provide utility assistance for
customers that meet the eligibility criteria of being at 120% of Median Household
Income (MHI) and have been impacted by COVID-19, such as through the loss of
income, child care needs, or illness; and

WHEREAS, this Program is funded 100% by federal Coronavirus Relief Funds.

WHEREAS, it is necessary that this Resolution become immediately effective in
order that critical services provided by Cuyahoga County can continue and to provide
for the usual, daily operation of a County entity.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNTY COUNCIL OF
CUYAHOGA COUNTY, OHIO:

SECTION 1. That the Cuyahoga County Council hereby authorizes a grant
agreement with CHN Housing Partners in the amount not-to-exceed $2,000,000.00
for the Sewer, Water and Stormwater Utility Assistance Program for COVID-19
related expenses allowed under the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security
Act for the period 11/11/2020 - 12/30/2020.
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SECTION 2. That the County Executive is authorized to execute the agreement
and all other documents consistent with this Resolution.

SECTION 3. It is necessary that this Resolution become immediately effective
for the usual daily operation of the County; the preservation of public peace, health,
or safety in the County; and any additional reasons set forth in the preamble. Provided
that this Resolution receives the affirmative vote of at least eight members of Council,
it shall take effect and be in force immediately upon the earliest occurrence of any of
the following: (1) its approval by the County Executive through signature, (2) the
expiration of the time during which it may be disapproved by the County Executive
under Section 3.10(6) of the Cuyahoga County Charter, or (3) its passage by at least
eight members of Council after disapproval pursuant to Section 3.10(7) of the
Cuyahoga County Charter. Otherwise, it shall take effect and be in force from and
after the earliest period allowed by law.

SECTION 4. It is found and determined that all formal actions of this Council
relating to the adoption of this Resolution were adopted in an open meeting of the
Council, and that all deliberations of this Council and of any of its committees that
resulted in such formal action were in meetings open to the public, in compliance
with all legal requirements, including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.
