WHEREAS, since all the ARPA dollars have been calculated as loss revenue, the
ARPA dollars have been deposited in the County’s General Fund; and

WHEREAS, the County Executive and County Council have authorized $86
million of the ARPA dollars for community grants to benefit the residents of
Cuyahoga County (the “ARPA Community Grant Fund”); and

WHEREAS, of the $86 million for community grants, $66 million have been
encumbered for equal distribution to each County Council District; and

WHEREAS, the Cuyahoga County Council desires to provide funding from the
District 3 ARPA Community Grant Fund in the amount of $250,000 to the Global
Ambassadors Language Academy for the purpose of renovating a permanent school
building located at 3349 West 125" Street; and

WHEREAS, the Global Ambassadors Language Academy estimates
approximately 525 students and their families will be served annually through this
award; and

WHEREAS, the Global Ambassadors Language Academy estimates
approximately 50 permanent and temporary jobs will be created or retained through
this project; and



WHEREAS, the Global Ambassadors Language Academy estimates the total
cost of the project is $10,000,000; and

WHEREAS, the Global Ambassadors Language Academy indicates the other
funding source(s) for this project includes:

$2,190,000 from GALA’s capital campaign;

WHEREAS, the Global Ambassadors Language Academy is estimating the start
date of the project will be July 2022 and the project will be completed by June 2024;
and

WHEREAS, the Global Ambassadors Language Academy requested $700,000
from the District 3 ARPA Community Grant Fund to complete this project; and

WHEREAS, the Cuyahoga County Council desires to provide funding in the
amount of $250,000 to the Global Ambassadors Language Academy to ensure this
project is completed; and

WHEREAS, this Council by a vote of at least eight (8) members determines that
it is necessary that this Resolution become immediately effective in order that critical
services provided by Cuyahoga County can continue to provide for the usually, daily
operations of the County.

Community Grant Fund; and declaring the
necessity that this Resolution become
immediately effective.

WHEREAS, of the $86 million for community grants, $66 million have been
encumbered for equal distribution to each County Council District; and

WHEREAS, the Cuyahoga County Council desires to provide funding in the
amount of $50,000 from the District 11 ARPA Community Grant Fund to the
Department of Public Works for the purpose of capital improvements at the
Cuyahoga County Animal Shelter; and

WHEREAS, this Council by a vote of at least eight (8) members determines that
it is necessary that this Resolution become immediately effective in order that critical
services provided by Cuyahoga County can continue to provide for the usually, daily
operations of the County.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNTY COUNCIL OF
