Thousands of deaths are caused by fires, burns, and other fire-related injuries every year, and 1% of candle fires occur in December
and January, per NFPA Applied Research: Home Candle Fires. Increased use of candles and fireplaces, combined with an increase in the
amount of combustible, seasonal decorations present in many homes means mare risk for fire.
